Also included in the exhibition are an art installation entitled "Genneological Tree", two medium-sized sculptures with titles" Αngelos Eleftherias "and" Balancists " and finally video projections, with works concerning the contemporary treatment of Art and using expanded New Media.

He teaches at the School of Fine Arts of the Aristotle University of Thessaloniki and holds a PhD in the Department of architecture of auth. He has exhibited many times in the past, in several historical architectural monuments around the world. About his biography briefly it is stated that: The artist Dr. Stavros Panagiotakis was born in 1963 and holds a PhD in Architecture at the School of Engineering of auth with a degree "excellent" (28/4/2015, no. Pist. 1009). 

He studied at the School of Fine Arts in West Berlin (Universität der Künste Berlin, 1984-1989), where he did his postgraduate studies at the same school (1989-1991). He has taught in Secondary Education and served for four years as head of the Office of Cultural Affairs of Secondary Education of Western Thessaloniki. He taught "visual arts I & Visual Arts II" at the Department of Architecture, Polytechnic School of auth (2000 - 2008). He served as president of the Visual Arts Association B. Greece-SKETVE, (1999 – 2004). 

To his credit there are 45 solo exhibitions, he participated in about 130 group exhibitions with presentations in Greece, Germany, London, Beijing, Japan, Cyprus etc. He also completed 12 theatrical performances in Greece, London, Istanbul and Berlin. In his last presentation(15/5/2025), he represented individually, the Municipal Art Gallery of the municipality of Thessaloniki, at the 8th Art Thessaloniki International Contemporary Fair. The gallery commissioned him to create and edit a work of monumental dimensions: height 2.70 m. and 6 m wide. which is titled: "enlarged affair – a history of the city" and which received particular reviews.
